2 Ball Official Rules - 2011
1.
Eligibility.  Each 2-person team must pre-register with the league through a team representative by July 6th.

2.
Object. Each team has 1 minute to make as many baskets as possible from various targets on the half-court.  Each shooting target area is worth a different point value based on the difficulty of the basket.  One ball (team’s choice of men’s, youth, or women’s ball) will be used.  A player cannot shoot consecutive shots.  Players must alternate shooting.  Players must pass or dribble the ball between areas.

Scoring.  Please see diagram for target point values.  One foot must start on the designated target spot to count.  Within the time limit, the team must also attempt at least one shot from every target.  Each moving violation (traveling or double-dribble) will result in a 1 point deduction.

4.
Rounds.  All teams will participate in the first round.  Teams with the 4 from this round will advance to the 2nd round.  The top 2 from the 2nd round will then be in the finals. In the event of a tie, a 30 second shoot-out will serve as the tie-breaker.  Scores do not carry over from round to round.  
5.
Courts and Shooting Order. Both ends of the court will be used in all rounds except the finals.  In the first round, shooting order will be determined by lottery.  In the 2nd round, shooting order will be determined by scores from the previous round, with the lowest scorers shooting first and the highest last.  In the final round, highest scorer from the 2nd round may choose basket or whether to shoot first.  The finalist with the highest score wins the contest.

6.
Officials and Verification of Scores.  Assigned officials and CCUBL committee members will oversee the implementation of this contest and will verify all scores for the purposes of the contest and fund-raising efforts.  All disputes concerning the contest will be resolved by the CCUBL committee and officials.  Any situation not explained in these official rules will be resolved by the officials and committee at the time of the contest.
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
