Our Mission

The Chinese Christian Union Sports League (CCU Sports) is dedicated to sharing the Gospel and providing an avenue for Christian evangelism and fellowship through the means of playing organized sports. CCU Sports targets men, women, boys, and girls from Chinese Christian communities in the San Francisco area, although it is open to all.

Our Purpose

This unified sports league has many goals. Its foremost goal is to spread the Gospel to everyone. Through the support of the participants from churches and organizations, the league strives to provide a quality fellowship experience for all, Christians and non-Christians. These goals will be achieved if we put Jesus Christ first in our individual lives. In the process of achieving these primary goals, effective outreach, unity, spiritual growth, and developing Christian examples will also occur.

The CCU Volleyball Coed/Reverse Coed League, as part of CCU Sports and the Chinese Christian Union of San Francisco, serves many needs. In addition to our spiritual goals, we strive to provide safe, encouraging, and quality sports programs for all to enjoy. Society today tells us that fierce competition is a way of life and that winning is everything. However, the CCU Sports League’s participants and leaders challenge all individuals to be bold and to stand for God's Love and Christian integrity. "They then do it to receive a perishable wreath, but we an imperishable" (1 Corinthians 9:25). Look at the eternal life God has in store for you. CCU Sports hopes to promote what God wants for you.

CCU Sports promises to expend all available resources in furthering our benevolent goals. The coordinators, leaders, and participants do not intend to earn profit through the workings of this league. The league will not share its income or earnings with any individuals associated with the league. In the event that this league is dissolved, all assets and funds remaining after its operating or outstanding expenses have been paid will be passed on to similar leagues or organizations devoted to similar Christian evangelism and fellowship purposes.

Our History

The Chinese Christian Union of San Francisco (CCU), our parent organization, adopted its first constitution in 1916. During its long history, the CCU has continued to support needs and ministries serving the Chinese community in San Francisco.  CCU was instrumental in establishing the Chinese Hospital, and the YMCA and YWCA in Chinatown. The CCU is ministering in many areas: the Women's Association, the Christian Cemetery Service, Chinese Hospital, Year Round Christian Worship, Youth Programs, and organized sports including basketball, softball, and volleyball programs.

In 1997 the Chinese Christian Union Sports League, also known as CCU Sports, was created to supervise the existing Basketball, Softball, and Volleyball programs.

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Background of CCUVBL-CRC
(
This second, new CCU Volleyball League is designed to complement the main CCU Summer Volleyball League.  We are also a Christian sports program. The differences are mainly in the style and format of competition to encourage participation of competitive teams for both coed and reverse coed play.
Officiating

(
Teams will be responsible for sharing officiating duties during the league.
League Game Information

(
League Location: Holy Trinity Center, 999 Brotherhood Way, San Francisco, CA.  On-site parking is available.
(
Monday, Tuesday, and Friday evening matches tentatively scheduled from June 14th through August 2th between 6:30pm and 9:30pm.
(
Currently two divisions are planned - one intended for competitive play at the intermediate level and another for a more advanced level of play.
(
USAV Coed and Reverse Coed Rules will be utilized with some modifications to enhance sportsmanship and competition.  Three women and three men must be on the court and teams must use a coed/reverse coed rotation (alternating male and female in your line-up).  The status of the libero position in the league will not be utilized.
Registration Qualification
( Registering team must be church-sponsored and have a letter of support signed by the pastor starting 2010 season.  
(
Registration fees are $550 per team early registration, $650 late registration plus a $100 fine deposit.  A $100 fundraising fee is also mandatory (details to TBD) from each team.  There are a maximum number of 12 players per roster for insurance coverage purposes.  Fees cover facilities and insurance.
(
Fines of $25 for each missed team responsibility and $50 thereafter.(i.e., league meeting, fellowship, or officiating)
(
Cleaning fine up to $50 per team may be charged to your team if our gym site sponsors complain to the CCU about their facilities are maintained and cared for.

Uniforms are not required.
(
Official Game Balls
Each team must bring an FIVB approved ball for match play.  When scheduled as the “home” team, the team will supply this FIVB-approved ball for its matches during the league.  Failure to bring an approved ball will result in a fine.  FIVB-approved can be purchased from local sports stores and over the internet.

(
First-Aid, and Waivers and Releases

Teams should carry their own first-aid supplies, although the league will have some basic equipment available.  Also, copies of all player waivers and emergency information must be carried with each team so as to facilitate medical help if needed.  All players must be on the roster and have their signed Waiver and Release forms filed with the league by the Saturday of the Kick-Off (Details TBA).  These Waiver and Release forms include permission to use images of the participants in any CCU Sports multimedia productions.

CCUVBL-CRC and USAV Rules 
It is recommended that coaches and players familiarize themselves with the CCUVBL-CRC rules and regulations and the USAV Domestic Competition Regulations (http://www.usavolleyball.org/RulesOfficials/indoor.asp).
Team Responsibilities

(
Character and Gracious Play

Your team and fans will be expected to exhibit proper attitude and sports-person-like conduct consistent with the CCU Sports League mission and purpose.

(
Team Sponsorship


A team must be sponsored by a church organization. Please list a team name on the registration form in addition to listing your church/organization name and pastor contact information.

Team applications from the same church or organization should be clearly identified with the order you prefer to gain entrance. If not, the committee will determine preference.

(
League Activities, Events, and Meetings

Your entire team is expected to participate fully in all league events, scheduled games, and fellowships. Your spiritual leader is expected to plan properly for assigned fellowship meetings. Each team will have officiating or scorekeeping duties during the summer. 

A stated team representative or leader (main team representative, spiritual leader, or coach) MUST attend ALL general meetings and ALL leader meetings scheduled for the CCUVBL-CRC.


At least one of the stated team representatives MUST attend league meetings, no substitutes.

(
Team Leadership and Representation


A minimum of 2 leaders is required for each team. At least one of these stated leaders must be present at your games or this will result in a fine. If a team’s average age is below 18, the supervising team leader present at every game must be at least 25 years old. The designated team leader may also serve as either the captain or the spiritual leader.


If your church/organization is sponsoring more than one team, each team must have its own set of leaders. A person can serve as a head coach for only one team, BUT may serve as an assistant coach for more than one team.


At least one of the stated team representatives MUST attend league meetings, no substitutes.

Team Responsibilities (continued)


(
Team Rosters


The maximum number of players per team is 12. Rosters may be modified by request up until 2 weeks into the league from the start date, but only a total of 5 changes (substitutions or additions) from the original roster will be allowed. After that date, no changes may be made, so plan your rosters carefully. A person cannot play for more than one team. If an ineligible player is discovered by the committee, the team committing the infraction will forfeit all games in which that player has participated, and may be subject to fine or other disciplinary action.

(
Officiating

Your team must fulfill all refereeing and scorekeeping responsibilities. You will need a minimum of 4 people to officiate (2 referees and 2 linespersons).  Among the four minimum, people may also double as scorekeepers.

(
Playoffs
Playoffs are expected for this league.  Playoff format is TBA.  Players must attend MORE THAN HALF of his/her total scheduled match fellowships to be eligible for playoff participation, i.e., if scheduled for 7 matches then attending 4 fellowships is required, if scheduled for 5 matches, 3 are required.  Teams with 2 or more league fines or infractions are disqualified from playoffs.

Attending League Fellowship Events


CCUVBL-CRC co-sponsors a Kick-Off Fellowship in conjunction with CCU Sports, as well as a League Awards Event.  Details are forthcoming.

Fellowship events are important for sharing the Gospel and celebrating as a Christian community. We encourage you and your team to attend. Family, friends, and congregation members are also invited. Please make every effort to come.

(
Application, Rules, and Regulations

The league expects all participants to abide by the requirements stated in this document, in the 2010 Official Rules and Regulations, or at the general meetings.  Any team failing to meet these requirements WITHOUT a valid excuse or proper notification to the committee will be disciplined.

(
Fines and Disciplinary Actions

Although CCUSBL hopes that fines and disciplinary actions will not need to be imposed, the leagues must have some form of regulation and system of accountability.  The fines we impose are $25 for each infraction and $50 thereafter.  We are not without heart. If you have a legitimate excuse, we will try to be accommodating. However, we want teams to take this ministry seriously for the good of all. In certain circumstances, team and player probation, suspension, or expulsion may be necessary.  The league will evaluate these situations on a case-by case basis.

Registration Fees and Deadlines
Team fees are $550 per team for early registration and $650 per team for late registration league fee and $100 refundable fine deposit.  If paying by check, please make payable to: CCU Sports.  You may submit one check for both the registration fee and deposit or two checks: one check for the registration fee and one for the deposit. This way we can return your deposit check if no fines are assessed to your team.

Fees pay for insurance, facilities, program resources, awards, administrative expenses and supplies (e.g., sports equipment, media production, first aid, etc.), and some of the refreshments and food at the league-wide events.  Please ask to see our budget for more information.

To apply to the summer league, each team must submit the following materials:
